ATTLEBORO HIGH SCHOOL - ATHLETIC PARTICIPATION

STUDENT ATHLETE & PARENT INFORMATION & AGREEMENT FORM

Attleboro High School (AHS) is a member of the Massachusetts Interscholastic Athletic Association (MIAA) and conforms to all rules and regulations of this association.  Each student athlete must also abide by all school rules.  It is the responsibility of each student athlete and parent to thoroughly read the AHS Student and Parent Guidebook and be familiar with all school and Athletic Department rules and policies.

ELIGIBILITY
1. All athletes must submit a Physical Exam Form each year before trying out or practicing for any sport.  The 

    Physical Exam is valid for one (1) calendar year.  (Example: June 17, 2006 to June 17, 2007)

2. All athletes must submit a signed and dated Athletic Participation and Agreement Form.

3. A student must not be in his/her fifth year of high school.

4. A student must not have reached 19 years of age before September 1.

5. A student cannot at anytime participate in a sport unless he/she is taking at least 10 credit hours of schoolwork.

6. A student must have passed 10 credit hours of schoolwork based on their last term report card.

    (Minimum Grade D- or 60)

7. Students who are absent from school are not eligible to participate in that day’s practice session or game.

    Tardiness after 10:30 AM or dismissal before 10:30 AM will constitute an absence.  An exception to this rule

    due to extenuating circumstances will be determined by the administration.

ATHLETIC DISCIPLINE CODE

1. Attendance at all practices and games is mandatory during school and vacation time.  Doctor’s appointments and

    emergency absences must be excused by the head coach.  Unexcused absences will result in;

           1st Violation - Suspension from the next contest.

           2nd Violation - Suspension for the remainder of the season.

    AHS Vacation Policy
    Attendance at practices and games is mandatory during vacation periods.  Absence from practices or games will 

    result in dismissal from the team.  Requests for an exception due to unusual or extraordinary circumstances 

    (i.e. family vacations or school-sponsored trips) should be submitted by a parent to the Athletic Director prior to 

    the first week of practice to render a judgment.  Upon return from vacation, the athlete will resume practice, but

    be unable to participate in a contest for a period of time equal to the length of vacation.

    Student Athlete Out of School Suspension Policy
    Any student-athlete receiving an out of school suspension will be subject to the same process in effect for the 

    School Vacation Policy.  Upon returning to school he/she will resume practice with the team and return to game

    eligibility status when a period of time equal to the length of the suspension has been served.  

    Expectation of Captains

    Captains, due to their position as role models for their teammates and visible representatives of our school to 

    the community, have expectations that their behavior will be beyond reproach in both the school and community.

    If captains receive an out of school suspension or if their behavior in the community is brought to the attention 

    of school authorities and determined to be detrimental to the standard to their position of leadership, the athletic 

    director in conjunction with the appropriate coach will render a decision to remove the captain from that position 

    for the remainder of the year.

2. Chemical Health - During the first allowable day of fall practice, through the end of the academic year or final

    athletic competition of the years, whichever is later, a student shall not, regardless of the quantity, use,

    consume, possess, buy/sell, or give away any beverage containing alcohol; any tobacco product; marijuana;

    steroids; or any controlled substance.  It is not a violation for a student to be in possession of a legally defined
    drug specifically prescribed for the student’s own use by his/her doctor.

Minimum PENALTIES:
Rule 62 MIAA Handbook
    First Violation:  When the Principal confirms, following an opportunity for the student to be heard, that a violation occurred, the
    student shall lose eligibility for the next consecutive interscholastic contests totaling 25% of all interscholastic contests in that sport.
    No exception is permitted for a student who becomes a participant in a treatment program.  It is recommended that the student be
    allowed to remain at practice for the purpose of rehabilitation.  All decimal part of an event will be truncated i.e. All fractional part of 
    an event will be dropped when calculating the 25% of the season.
    Second and Subsequent Violations:  When the Principal confirms, following an opportunity for the student to be heard, that a violation
    occurred, the student shall lose eligibility for the next consecutive interscholastic contests totaling 60% of all interscholastic contests in 
    that sport.  All decimal part of an event will be truncated i.e.  All fractional part of an event will be dropped when calculating the 60%
    of the season.

    If after the second or subsequent violations the student of his/her own volition becomes a participant in an approved chemical
    dependency program or treatment program, the student may be certified for reinstatement in MIAA activities after a minimum 40% of 
    events.  The director or a counselor of a chemical dependency treatment center must issue such certification.  All decimal part of an
    event will be truncated i.e. All fractional part of an event will be dropped when calculating the 40% of the season.
3. Taunting Policy (Unsportsmanlike Conduct) - Taunting includes any actions or comments by coaches, players, or

    spectators which are intended to bait, anger, embarrass, ridicule or demean others, whether or not the deeds or

    words are vulgar or racist.  Included is conduct that berates, needles, intimidates, or threatens based on race,

    gender, ethnic origin or background, and conduct that attacks religious beliefs, size, economic status, speech,

    family, special needs or personal matters.

    Violation: Athlete is ejected for the remainder of that contest, is suspended for the next contest, and will be 

    immediately reported to administration.  Spectator will be asked to leave the premises.

4. Hazing - a student guilty of violating the rule of hazing by using any conduct or method of initiation into any

    student organization which willfully or recklessly endangers the physical or mental health of any student will be

    suspended from the team for the season and could face criminal charges resulting in imprisonment or fines or both.

ATHLETIC DEPARTMENT POLICIES

Varsity Letters:  Prior to beginning the first practice each coach will explain the criteria for earning a varsity letter in

    that sport to all team members.

Varsity Jackets:  An athlete must successfully complete two seasons in a specific sport and earn a Varsity Letter in 

    at least one of the seasons.

Away Contests:  All athletes are required to travel with the team to and from all away contests using transportation 

    that qualifies under the Attleboro Public School regulations.

Equipment:  Athletes are issued seasonal equipment and it becomes their responsibility.  Proper control and 

    maintenance is required.  Following the season, the athlete must return all equipment in reasonable condition or

    pay the replacement cost to the athletic department.

Captain’s Practice:  The Attleboro School Committee has ordered that no “captain’s practices” are to be held on

    School Department property.

INSURANCE FOR ATHLETES
The Attleboro School Department will provide a secondary, but limited, accident coverage policy for all Attleboro

High School athletes.  All benefits under this plan are payable only after the student’s other collectible insurance or

other valid coverage options have been paid.  Medical coverage must be rendered by the student’s plan provider(s).

The balance of any unpaid and eligible medical expenses for which the parent is responsible, will then be paid up to the limits of the Attleboro School Department’s policy.  This insurance is non-duplicating.

IT IS THE PARENT’S RESPONSIBILITY TO OBTAIN A CLAIM FORM IMMEDIATELY FROM THE 

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR AND SUBMIT A CLAIM TO ALL INSURANCE SOURCES.
ATHLETE/PARENT AGREEMENT

I understand that athletics is an integral part of the total school program and each participant is subject to all MIAA,

Attleboro High School and Athletic Department rules and policies and that failure to abide by these rules may result

in their removal from athletic participation at Attleboro High School.

I also understand that participation in interscholastic athletics, even observing all rules and safety precautions, could

result in serious injury or even death.
